3) It is
requested that all entries be decorated in a holiday theme. 4) Participants who act or use music or language that is deemed offensive by the
organizers (City of Oxford and Oxford Lions Club) will be removed from the parade. 5) All entries must be lined up and in position as directed
by the committee no later than 9:00 a.m. — NO EXCEPTIONS. 6) One decorated float is allowed per commercial entry, unless granted prior
approval by the committee. 7) Candy cannot be thrown during the parade — NO EXCEPTIONS. Walkers through the parade route can pass

(not throw) candy or favors. 8) Drivers of all vehicles will adhere to parade committee instructions of parade officials at all times and will
follow the directions of the parade route, maintaining a distance of 30 feet between vehicles. 9) Participants must display parade number
issued at check-in. 10) All animals must be on a leash or rein at all times. 11) Liability Waiver must be signed by all members of group.
